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pertaining to the establishment, be sold by the Committee to
Edward Partridge, and that he be authorized to pay for the
same out of the avails of the City lots or donations

4th Resolved, that Edward Partridge do not pay to W. W.
Phelpsand John Whitmera certain mortgage,' which they hold
againsthim, and that this Counciluphold him in not paying the
the above mortgage.

5th Resolved—that this Council authorize Edward Partridge
to assist, in making houses on, and fencing the lots in this City
which are appropriated to the use of Joseph Smith jr.and
Sidney Rigdon, with the avails arising from the town plot.

6th Resolved—that Edward Partridge make an appro-
priation of not more than one hundred dollars to this
Schoolhouse, out of the avails of the town plot.?

7th Resolved that this Council support Thomas B. Marsh as
the publisher of the “Elders Journal” and use their influence to
obtain subscriptions for the same.

8th Resolved that this Council, the Bishop and his Council
use their influence to cause the people to consecrate to the
Lord, for the support of the poor and needy.

9th Resolved that the Bishop be authorized to obtain or
build a sufficient storehouse or houses to recieve all the €eneie-
consecrations of the people, to be paid for out of the avails of
the town plot :

10th Resolved that this High Council and Clerk publish the
minites of the High Council, from time to time as they shall
deem proper?

11th Resolved that the aforesaid record commence at the
time of the last Council held in Clay County.
