Riverron Ward records indicare that he
was a resident of Riverron from 1887 ro 1889, prior to moving to Brigham Ciry, where he
died in 1908,

Dait F. GARDINER, a liferime residenc of the Riverron/Bluffdale area, served rwo consecu-
tive serms as Riverron's maver from 1982 ro 1990. Although he ran swo successtul cam-
paiens for mayor, Gardiner lost in a 1986 hid for Congress and a 1985 bid for the Salr Lake
County Commission. In reviewing his campaign hustorv in 1988, Gardiner quipped: *1 ran
for school crossing guard in the fifth grade . . - and lose."* He 15 an artomev.

TrveTHY GILBERT was born in England in 1834, He lived in Riverton rwenty-three vears
and must be regarded as one of its verv eariiest sertlers. A Mormon convert, e emigrared to
America in 1853. A few years arrer coming to Utan. he moved to Riverron and home-
steaded on the next hill in the nver bortoms immediately south of Nicholas Thomas
Silcock. Bath of them sertled in Riverton the same vear (1363).47 Gilbert was a polygamust,
having three wives. According to one of his grandchildren, he was a sastidious dresser. He
was 50 meticulous that he wouldn't perform his farm [abors unless he had a starched pleared
<hirt 10 wear ¥ In 1384-85, he ler his families o serve a mission in England. In 1883, he
was asked by Mormon Church leaders to move ro Colerado to help establish a sertlement in
the San Luis Valley. Several other Riverton and Blurfdale residents also went to colonize
Mormon settlements in Colorado with the Gilberts. They included Joseph und Josiah
Draper, John B. Kidd. the Neils, and Crumps. As tederal marshals were hunting for polyga-
mists in hiding at this rime, Gilberr was advised to rake only one wife to Colorado. He rook
his second wite. Johanne, who had rthe most children. He lert his other wives in a boarding
house for polvzamist wives with the expectation that they would be well cared for. When he
learned that they were destitute and being mistreared, he hrought both of them to Colorado
to live. In Colorado, he raised hav, grain, and cartle. He was the Presiding Elder of the small
sertlement (Sunflower) he colonized in the San Luis Valley unril 1891. He later moved his

families to Manassa, Colorado, where he died in 1914,

JoserH GOODLIFE GREEN was born in Snowville, Utah, in 1883, son ot Charles and Mary
‘Ann Green. Aftet his father died, his mother brought her family to Riverton in 1890, inher-
itine her brother-in-law Samuel Green's homestead. A blind widow, she was able to be close
to the homes of rwo of her married daughrers, Rose Hannah Jeffs and Harrier Ellen Bate.
