Nctes and facts relative to our henorable father, Sasuel Jackscn, as we resesber incidents as he has related to us. And zat-
tarc pf history which it has 2een a privilege to hear.

Szaye! Jackenn was horn July 13, 1844 in Manchester, Lancashire, England. His father was Ben:asin Jackson. His zcther wac
4an Griashaw. At an early day, Sasuel's parents ard aost of the children eabraced the Sespel 25 taught by the early sicsion-
aries of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. He case ¢ram 3 large faeily. Jases Jackson and Elizabeth Jackee
were his grandparents on the Jackson side. Jasec Hedge and Martha Erisshaw were grandparents on the aother’s cide. B n:=311
Jacksen and Ann Brisshaw, his parents, were horn in Winslow, Cheshire, England, but sade their hese in Manchasster, e ths
faaily of nine children were born, and all raised to sanhood and wesanhood. Jases, the oldest sen, lived and d1ed inE glar*
fnn, the secord child, never case to Aserica, hut lived and died in Manchester, England. Willias, the third child, case to
Aserica; he was a haker and lived and worked in Aeerica as a young man, but nent back to the cld hese to live and die ip
Manchecter, England. Elizabeth and Martha both joined the Church and cese *o America with the acther and the rast af the
fagily. Bath were mast coapetent witnesses of things which happened to the rest of the fasily. '

John was already living in Boston, Massachusetts, when the sother, Ann Erisshaw Jackson, and the rest of the fazily zass over
ta Aserica on the cld-tise sailing ship, "Horizan®. The younger children on the vessel were Joseph, Sasvel and Nephi, The
"Horizon" sailed from Liverpool, E£ngland, on May 23, 1B36, with 83& souls aboard. These B36 pecple were led by Cantain E*a rd
Bartin. The voyage across the Atlantic QOcean took about six weeks and was relatively pezceful and uneventful, They linde
safely at Boston about the first of July and “lcaded out® for Florence, near Oeab2, Mebraska, the terminus of the rail raad
arriving there July 8, 1834, Soae of the Jackson faeily wanted to call on their brather, John Jackson, sha was living in
Bostor at the time, but Samusl zhsolutely refused to hunt up Johr for fear he wouid persuade the fasily to settle at Beston,
Samue! said he wanted te go ta the valleys ef the scuntains, for which he had lett England. The family went en and did not
coe John. At Florence, they were held up to await the saking of hand carts. After a fex day., the journey #as on. Juz 2 few
weeks, a count was 2ade showing seven wagons and 146 hand carts. MNany of the pesple had fallen behind anc scme zf thes had
died along the way. Later, on account of early and heavy snows, scse of the hand carts had to be abandened. On Heveahe' i3,
1854, Joseph Young and Abe! Barr arrived in Salt Lake City ard reported the Martin Cospany was stranded im the sountains by
the heavy snow. President Brigham Young dispatched teaas, sen and supplies to help the beleagured Saints.

The Jackson family had twe hand carts, ane aanned by the two girls, Elizabeth and Martha, and one zanned by Joseph and Sasuel,
The hand carts rolled along very nicely until the feothills and the scuntains and the cnow were 2ncountersd, Althougn, we
have not heen told all the details, there nac trouble while crossing Indian territaries,

The sather, Ann Brischaw Jackson. was 3 small weman, rot such sere than a hundred pounds and sebject to heart lrouhle. She
